Dear Editors A LETTER TO THE EDITOR

Western Square Dancing in the Rochester area now offers
a fine diversified program of different levels of danc-
ing, but how many people are aware of this? Many cou-
ples terminate their dancing elther because they become
bored or because they can't keep up the pace of dancing
several times a month, I think the time has come for us
1all to recognize the existence of these levels and to
acknowledge thelr important place in the square dancing
world, including here in the Rochester area, If we are
to keep people dancing it is important for them to know
where they can go to dance at a particular level., It is
also time to put an end to some dancers snubbing other
dancers because they drop out of one club in order to
dance with a higher level club, Each couple should have
this imformation enabling them to find a place to dance
a level where they are comfortable and happy.

I suggest that we have a listing in the Promenader of
each club, whether federated or not, with a letter de-
signating its level of dancing and whether the dances
are open or closeds

A - A Basics Fun Level Club, limited to the first 50

(or 75) basics, Ex.t Chuck Prister's group. Dances
are open, .

Regular Club Level, slightly above "A" with a few
added figures known to all., Most of the Federation
Clube fit into this level. Dances open to B groups
and above,

High Club Level, extra good level with new calls
taught. Ex.s ECK-O SQS, SWINGIN' EIGHTS, SINGALONGS.
Open to B groups and above,

Intermediate Level, slightly above Group C. Member-
\ ship by invitation, Dances closed. Ex.,t K.A, SQS.
High Intermediate Level, for experienced dancers de-
siring to dance to more material than offered at the
above clubs, A limited number of advanced basics
used., Membership by invitation., Dances closed.

Ex.s LILAC SQUARES,

Advanced Level, using a greater variety of material,
including a large number of advanced basics, Much
emphasis on position dancing done very smoothly.

Ex.t ROLLAWAYS, Dances closed. Membership by invi-
: tation, . ’
