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CALLERS' CO-OPs AN ASSET TO SQUARE DANCERS IN THE AREA

Now going into its® third year, the CALLERS® COOPERATIVE
OF ROCHESTER (CCR) is an organization of local callers
dedicated to encouraging all callers and would-be call-
ers to help develop their own skills and share thelr ex-
periences with each other. The group meets the first
Sunday of the month at the Monroe "Y" Youth Center near
Field Street on Monroe Avenue from 2 P.,M, ti1l 5 P.M.,
October through May. The September meeting 1s held
mid-month, due to the Labor Day holiday.

Completely non-regulatory in nature, CCR is coordinated
by a pair of elected Co-Moderators whose job it is to
jugele the usual organizational nitty-gritty. The ONLY
requirement for membership is a genulne interest in some
phase of square dance leadership, Our membership pre-
sently boasts at least one round dance leader, the
area's most active choreographer, one Lady caller, Roch-
ester's only full time travelling caller and most of the
known local callers, Participation includes married and
single couples as well as individuals whose dancing
partners do not share the callers' total involvement.
Our entire membership actively contributes to the pro-
gram in some way during the year, Three hour meetings
follow a simple format conducted in as informal a man-
ner as possible, The first half to three quarters of
an hour usually features a guest speaker or caller menm-
ber who has researched an assigned topic. The speaker
need not be an authority on the subject. By delving in-
to the topic, his education is started and he (or she)
shares the fruits of this effort with the membership.
Open discussion follows with a question and answer per-
1ed, munctuated with numereus "personal experience” ocon-
tributions which apply to the subject. The scope and
format of the presentation is limited only by the imag-
ination of the speaker. One of the co-moderators, in
conjunction with the speaker, helps keep the discussion
from going off on a tangent since one thing invariably
leads to another. At about three-thirty or so, a break
for "coffee and ...." is provided by the ladies who
supply refreshments on an assigned and rotating basis.,
Discussions on a "man to man" level continues during
this break, resulting in communication between members,
swapping of records and ideas, exchange of calling dates
and differences of opinions, The latest in round and
square dance records is another convenience provided by
a CCR member couple at the meetings.

The remainder of the program is devoted to business,
program planning and workshop. Monroe County Fair pro-
motions and Brich Church Workshops in cooperation with
the Club Federation, Fall Funfest charity dance (Last
year we supported the tax fight, this year, AL SIGL
CENTER benefits) and the May caller workshop and CLUB
OFFICERS' BALL have become regular CCR activities.
_Workshop winds up the days program and is varted in
scope, At least two members are scheduled to present
material with which they are comfortable, ranging from
basics and gimmicks to the latest and greatest from the
national choreography notes., As a result, we are able
to hear and dance to the calling of all our members some
time during the year, as well as concluding our meetings
to the sound of music. In the coming seasom, CCR will
attempt "group therapy" sessions in additional meetings

of small groups of newer callers under guldance of call-
ers having longer experience.

CCR strives for caller education and improvement as well
as the promotion of the square dance activity in gener-
al, CCR literally stands for COMMUNICATION, COOPERATION
AND RAPPORT between callers, Our aim is to be of ser-
vice to the square dance community, Feel free to call
any member of the Co-op to inquire about our group or if
the services of a caller are needed, 266-1818, 266-7375
352-5564 or 342-2265 are good numbers to call to obtain
referrals or contact the membership of CCR.

try our best to fit your needs.

5. Affairs of the Federation shall be administered by a
representative group of "member" dancers/callers/groups
from all areas of New York State and each membership
shall be entitled to one vote in the open voting/elec-
tions of the Federation until such time as the Federation
is completely organized and operating under approved Con-
stitution and/or Bylaws, at which time the Constitution
and/or Bylaws will succeed. "Membership", at this time,
means those who have contributed a "Founders' Fee" of,

at least, $5.00,
