NG BILL concerning the problems of Sales Taxes imposed on Square Dance Clubs
has been voted on in Albany. The bills mentioned in the April Newsbulletin
of this Federation are still in their respective committees in the Assembly
and the Senate. A third bill, Assembly Bill #2780, was brought to the floor
last Thursday (May 10), read for the third time and refered back into the
Assembly Taxation and Finance Committee.

With the State Legislature pointing towards adjournment the latter part
of this month, you can still accomplish miracles by writing personal letters
to your State Senator and Assemblyman.
