CALLERLIAB is a natlonal organ-
ization of square dance callers,
Since Barbara and I have just returned from the last
meeting in Kansas City, we'd like to share our impress-
ions with Promenader's dancers,

First of all, being a member of CALLERLAB does not
mean one is a great caller., It only means the caller is
interested in the future of square dancing and is Willin@&
and able to invest time and money in the organization's
efforts to provide a forum for discussion of square
dancing's probiems. Hopefully, we can help to define
those problems and suggest solutions.

The thing that impressed us most about CALLERLAB
was the tolerance of variation in interests and opinions.
There were chailenge callers and one night stand callers;
traveling callers and one club callers; traditional
callers and mainstream callers; contra leaders and
round dance leaders, All listened to each other and
managed to find common ground.

We listened with tolerance to discussion of advanced
and challenge movements and listened as well to discuss-
ions of traditional dancing, contras, teaching techniques
and one night stands. We respected each other's skills
and their point of view.

CALLERLAB is aimed at inclusion of all square dance
related dancing, not at exclusion by specialty. All
callers, regardless of their individual interests seemec
to agree on the need for clear definitions of various
types of dancing and on the need for acceptance of
appropriate labels by clubs, It seems obvious that
different styles of dancing appeal to different dancers
(or perhaps the same dancers at different times). Isn't
it equally obvious that dancers should be told what to
expect before they come to a dance?

Advanced dancing is a level of square dancing inter-
mediate betwsen Mainstream and challenge. For those who-
wish to dance a little above club level, but not advanc

there is Mainstream Plus and Mainstream Plus Two. —

With the publication of the Callerlabd approved
lists of calls for the Advanced Level, Basic Challenge,
Extended Challenge, etc, higher level dancing has now
been generally standardized, enabling dancers from all
parts of the country to get together at special weekends,
all knowing and enjoying the same materiall

At Dance-0O-Rama this year for the first time, there
will be an hour of Introduction to Advanced Dancing from
12:30 to 1:30 with Ron Schneider and again from 7:00 to
8:00 with Jerry Carmen, These two hours will give club
level dancers an idea of what callers teach at Advanced
Workshops, and also give them the opportunity to try
"the basics" from several different positions, Try itl
You'll find it intriguing and enjoyable!

In the Advanced Hall callers will be using the
material from the Advanced Basics List¥*.

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LEADERSHIP CONFERENCE REPORT

"~ SYNOPSIS OF CCR LEADERSHIP CONFERENCE held April 3, 1977 at

the United Covenant Methodist Chuech on Culver Road and Parselles Ave.
With many thanks to the participants.

A gratifying attendance of 90 people; callers, club officers and
other interested dancers. A COMPLETE UNABRIDGED CASSETTE
TAPE RECORDING OF THE PROCEEDINGS {S AVAILABLE FROM CCR
BY CALLING BEN McGILVERY AT 865-5942.

To say that the meeting was worthwhile is to understate the facts:
however whether anything useful results from it depends upon the square
dancing public and the callers in attendance. The following topics
emerged in panel presentations and open discussion.

CLASSES: Starting recruitment earlier than September could
result in larger classes by getting people interested before they have made
other time commitments. Personal contacts by enthusiastic dancers is
still the most effective way to attract members.

LENGTH OF CLASSES: This is usually dictated by the avail-
ability of the facilities used, usually schools. Additional dancing
opportunities (class dances) help the more interested dancers develop,
but not every class couple has such time available. This sometimes
causes a gap in proficiency within the class itself.

A change in selling emphasis needed from ‘‘you can dance any-
where after you finish your lessons'’ to “‘this prepares you for a whole
‘new horizon of square dance opportunities.’”’ Maybe elimination of
‘‘wholesale’ class graduation or even setting a specific graduation date
‘‘deadline’” is in order. After all not everyone learns at the same rate.
Even after 30 or 40 le ssons a dancer isn’t confidant enough to tackle
the on-going vocabulary of Mainstream Dancing. How do you sell that
idea to a prospect? 10 lessons at a time was one suggestion.

LOSS OF DANCERS: All clubs should have sponsorship of
classes with the common goal being an ebb and flow of people amongst
the clubs. Not everyone can make the transition from class night to a
different club night. A COOPERATIVE ATTITUDE OF REFERRAL of
the dancers to clubs and nights convenient to their location, rather than a
“my dancer or nobodys'’ approach by callers and clubs would help. Many
new dancers are already looking the field over at the suggestion of their

- more experienced dancing friends.

EXPERIENCED DANCERS SHOULD BE SENSITIZED TO THEIR
IMPACT ON THE NEW DANCER. Cross words and unthinking remarks,
scowls, lack of hospitality and unwillingness to help still costs us a big
price in loss of dancers and bad publicity. Impatient and arrogant callers
do not add to the picture either.

ANGELS: Class helpers are few and far between, particularly in
larger clubs. Perhaps a CONDITION OF MEMBERSHIP should include - ~:°
attending one or more classes a year: assisting on committees and a :
willingness to shoulder responsibility. Club officers SHOULD NOT HAVE
TO ADD CLASS RESPONSIBILITIES TO THEIR ALREADY LARGE
BURDEN of administrative work. Alphabetical rotation of assignments,
having the class instructor instill the idea of club responsibility and
having the class on the same night as the club ‘were solutions offered
from the floor.

Dancer responsibilities were likened to ‘‘paying your dues'’ to the
activity by active and constructive participation in much the same way the
local callers pay their professional dues by donating their time, talents and
equipment at promotional demonstrations and exhibitions, Dance-O-Rama
where only the headliners are paid, charity dances where you the dancer
get a dance for the money paid. The funds raised depends on the dancer
attendance, but who really gives? The people who work to set it up and
donote energies. :

DON'T THRUST CLUB OFFICER RESPONSIBILITIES ON NEW
GRADUATES. Give them a chance to mature as dancers first and find
out what it is all about first.

NOW FOR THE HOT ONE: Dance LEVEL and Club LABELS: It
was generally agreed that labels are unacceptable for many reasons. f
you called your club **high level’’ how would you manage to bring along
your class members to achieve this “‘level’'???

Theré is a need for understanding and acceptance of the VARYING
NEEDS OF THE DANCERS. Different strokes for different folks, so to
speak. Clubs and callers should strive to promote sufficient opportunities
for the twice a month dancer and the five times a week dancer. Tolerance
toward all “‘levels’’, level not being a status or snob term but a matter of
proficiency through practice, understanding of the basic terms from many
different set ups as well as total vocabulary response.

Clubs should make their program content known through acceptance
of the Callertab published listings or their own listing of the vocabulary
used regularly by their club caller. MORE - COMMUNICATION BETWEEN
CLUB DANCERS, CLUB OFFICERS AND THEIR CALLERS COULD
IMPLIMENT THIS. o ;

Callers should use more directional calling in some cases, using
“‘help words’’ or double cueing after dropping the generic term to assist
the dancers through new or infrequently used calls.

Class and club members should be encouraged to visit around and
thus ‘‘seek their own level'’. Will you lose dancers this way? You
might well gain more than you lose.

UNDER MISCELLANEQUS DISCUSSIONS: How about the
Federation setting up a central square dance hall? Where would you locate
it? How could you schedule the hall use? Some nights there are 510 8
groups dancing. (That raises the question why then would you need
5to 8 clubs?)

DON'T OVERLOOK THE SINGLES AND TEEN ACTIVITIES:
These groups also need your support to survive as well as your
encouragement. After-all teens are the future adult dancers.

What about teens participating in adult clubs. Works fine some
places but most adults prefer the company of adults. (Likewise teens!)
As long as they adopt therulesand regulations of the club they are visiting
and leave the frills and high kicks to their own club nights most are

welcome. WHEN IN ROME DO AS THE ROMANS DO.

BLACKS in square dancing? Not many in our area take to this
activity. Chicago, Detroit and Toronto have black clubs and black
callers. Participation and mixing of the few to date appear to be readily
accepted, same as German, Irish, Italian etc. Look at THEIR point of
view, however.” How would YOU feel walking into a hall full of black
square dancers as the only white couple? .

Communication with your callers: You must feel free to tap this
source of help. After all many callers represent many years of

CONTINUED INVOLVEMENT AND EXPERIENCE.

Square Dance Publications: At least club officers and leaders
should take advantage of these national publications chock full of worth-
while and helpful articles. They give a view of what is happening all over
the country and the world. The August issue of Square Dancing (Sets in
Order) contains the directory for Federations, Caller Groups, Local
Publications and Dancer Contacts.

Dance-0-Rama and other festivals help to ‘“show and tell’’ about
the extent of the activity to the new dancer. Your ACTIVE
PARTICIPATION makes these affairs possible.

CAN YOU GO ANYWHERE AND DANCE? Not anywhere since
obviously the time you are willing to devote to the activity will determine
the level you will be comfortable at. You can dance in any area since the
activity has grown to the extent that there are many choices of places of
diverse level to attend. Being a proficient dancer helps a lot, being a
caller makes you a celebrity.

WE DO NOT HAVE TO AGREE ABOUT EVERYTHING BUT

_TALKING WITH EACH OTHER CERTAINLY HELPS TO UNDERSTAND

THE OTHER PERSONS NEEDS AND POINT OF VIEW. Tolerance and
mutual aid were a thought process which prevailed throughout the
conference. And WHY NOT? Those people present came because they
really care about the activity, wanted to learn more about it or perhaps
came to express their own points of view. BEAUTIFUL. We accomplished
something at least. The refreshments were equally well received and as
gratifying as the attendance. Enthusiasm for repeat conferences ran high.
