The figures in a contra dance are very simple--but the
progression can be tricky. Sometimes you do one part
when you are ''active'' and seem to have a totally differ-
ent dance when you are "inactive''. And--how about that
'Fisher's Hornpipe' that Rich called as his second dance?
---A triple? For those of you who stuck it out---you
were ''active' if you were a ''one'' and 'linactive' if you
were a ''2'" or "3'", During the progression, the ''1' stay-
ed in their role until theend of the line--but the ''2's"

[ and ''3's" alternated their parts until they progressed to

the beginning of the line. That was a ''challenge tip''--
and believe it or not--it is one of the classic dances
that has stood the test of time. It really isn't consid-
ered to be a difficult dance once you have all the basics.

Do let us know if you would like a workshop session
next year.

Strawberry Punch

2 pkgs. strawberry Kool-Aid
1% c. sugar
6 0z. can frozen orange juice
6 oz. can frozen lemonade
3 gts. plus 1 pt. water
10 oz. pkg. frozen strawberries

Mix first five ingredients and
add strawberries.

For a large group, this recipe
makes 300 servings, 4 oz. each.

1 large bottle 7-Up
1 can pineapple juice (64 oz.)
1 can frozen lemonade (6 o0z.)

Make an ice ring using
limeade, diluted, and add lemon
slices. Mix all other ingredients
