Two new books of interest to callers and dancers
alike have just been published by American Squaredance
magazine of Huron, Ohio. The '"Callers Guidebook to Com'
plete Choreography' by H. Orlo Hoadly is a giant text-
book of over 300 pages for callers. Truly this book
contains ''everything a caller needs to know'' about the
use of smooth choreography.
