1n additlon, Mr. Hoadley stetes In his letder
"not to be surprised 1f the suggestion has been rade
befere ‘and semeone has slreedy consldered the un-
deslrable side effects thet haven't occurred 1o you®,
Does this mean thet new people seekIng ways to inprove
the dance should not look et suggestions glven tc then
Just because they have been consldered before? Tlme
and clrcumstances often chenge an earlier
"impossibility™ Into a very vieble soluticn, &nd it
seems to us thet continual reappralsal is not cnly
healthy, 1t Is necessary to keep the problem solving
process dynamic,

In closing, we realize and appreciate the fact
that Mr. Hoadley has contributed much to the round and
square dance community over the years; however we felt
we had to clarify the events leadling up to our resigna-
tion. This, In no way, diminishes our support and ap-
preciation of the round and square dance commun ity
which has become such an important part of our |ives.
