2. Press remaining mixture into bottom only of a
greased 8 inch square baking pan. Bake at 350F for
10 minutes.

3. In top of double boiler, combine caramels and
cream. Cook over boiling water until caramels are
melted. Blend in 2 tbs flour.

4. Spread caramel mixture carefully over baked
mixture. Sprinkle with chocolate chips, then reserved
crumbs.

5. Bake at 350F for 12 - 5 minutes until delicately
browned.

Cool for a few minutes before cutting into 24 bars.
