AMISH FRIENDSHIP BREAD

STARTER BATTER
1/3 ¢ flour - 1/3 ¢ sugar - 1/3 ¢ milk. Day 1: Pour starter into
plastic container. Cover loosely. DO NOT refrigerate. Day 2, 3,
4: stir. Day 5,6,7, & 8, add 1 ¢ each: flour, sugar, milk-stir.
Pour 1 cup out and divide into 3 parts, 1/3 cup each. Give 1/3
cup starter and recipe to each of two friends. This is day 1 for
them. All batters must be mixed and stored in plastic bowls.

INSTRUCTIONS
To starter batter add:
3eggs -2/3 c oil - 2 ¢ flour - 1 ¢ sugar - 1 1/4 ts baking powder -
11/2 ts cinnamon - 1/4 ts salt - 1/2 ts baking soda - 1 ¢ chopped
nuts or raisins (optional) .
Pour into greased and sugared pans. Bake at 350F for 50 to 55
minutes. Check after 45 minutes. (Can be put in 3 small loaf
