1 can cond. 98% fat-free cream of chicken soup 1
1 pkg. (9 oz.) frozen mixed vegetables -
1 cup cubed cooked chicken — | used canned! 1
1/2 cup skim milk
1 egg or equiv. (Egg Beaters)
1 cup Bisquick reduced-fat baking mix

Preheat oven to 400°F. Mix soup, vegetables and chicken in a
medium bowl; place in a 9" pie plate. In another bowl mix milk, egg
and baking mix.
