THE DAPHNE-NORMA LEADERSHIP AWARD

We would like your assistance in selecting a person or
couple for the Daphne-Norma Leadership Award. The
Award is presented at Dance-O-Rama. However, even
though Dance-O-Rama is sponsored by the Rochester Area
Federation, it does not govern, sponsor or present the
Award. It is governed by and presented by the Se-
lection Committee. We need you to nominate peo-
ple you feel meet the criteria for The Award.

The Original Award Guidelines

The leadership award was established in
1977 by John Fink and Frank Salvagio in honor
of their wives, Daphne and Norma. The purpose
of the award is to show appreciation for EXTEN-
SIVE AND SUSTAINED LEADERSHIP OVER AN EX-
TENDED PERIOD OF YEARS in square, round or contra
dancing. Leadership, service and motivation are consid-
ered when evaluating candidates for this award. A candi-
date need not demonstrate leadership in all areas, nor is
each area given equal consideration. Areas of leadership
may include (but are not limited to) years of dancing, cue-
ing or calling; membership; committee service or officer
role in any of the following: Square, Round or Contra club;
Rochester Area Federation; Promenader; Dance-O-Rama;
NYS Association or National Associations; promoting the
activity through calling, cueing or teaching, and other lead-
ership roles which benefit the community through the
dance activity; and finally, the candidate’s attitude and
continuing willingness to take on responsibilities in the
dancing community. An individual or couple may win the
award only once. The award may not be given if the Se-
lection Committee unanimously agrees no one met the cri-
teria. Anyone in the dancing community is welcome to
nominate people for the Leadership Award.

Questions and Answers You Might Have

Q: Who is the Selection Committee? The award origi-
nators are permanent Selection committee members. But
because the Salvagios are not active in the dance com-
munity anymore, Frank asked Walt and Sally Baechle to be
permanent members on the committee. (Walt passed away
on Oct. 3, 2000.)

The most recent three recipients form the remainder of

the committee. So currently, the members are John &

Daphne Fink, Sally Baechle, Carl & Elaine Mallaber, Ken &
Kay Georger, and Bill and Joan Newman.

Q: How do people get nominated? Anyone in the dance
community can nominate a candidate. This is done by
sending information about the candidate’s qualifications
to the Selection Committee, in care of Bill and Joan New-

man, 55 Snell Road, Geneva, NY 14456, by the end of
February.

Q: What is the status of people previously
nominated, but not selected? Candidates previ-
ously nominated generally stay in considera-
tion for all future years. However, new or up-
dated information should be sent. There is
nothing wrong with sending in another nomi-
nation with current info.
