CAKE:
1 package of devil’s food cake mix wer har'y™

1/2 cup or more to taste | ;?
1 can (21 oz.) cherry pie filling N

1 small container of whipped topping
1/4 cup sliced almonds, toasted

CAKE: Prepare cake mix according to package directions.

CUSTARD: Combine first three ingredients in top of double boiler.
Combine eggs and milk, gradually stir into dry mixture. Bring water
in double boiler to a boil, reduce heat to low and cook custard, stir-
ring constantly until thick. Cool.

ASSEMBLY: Cut cake into 1/2 inch slices. Line bottom of a two quart
bowl or Trifle dish with cake slices; sprinkle with 2 to 4 teaspoons
of rum. Spoon cherry pie filling over cake and top with chocolate
custard. Repeat procedure with cake, rum, pie filling and custard
until all used up. Finish with layer of custard. Cover and chill.

When chilled, remove from refrigerator and spread top with whipped
topping. Garnish with a sprinkling of toasted almonds.

* We want to report back to you, our supporters, about the
success of the Promenader Dance. A summary appears at the
bottom of this page.

* And in this holiday season, we have a gift for all the clubs:
At the last Federation meeting, we proposed a drop in rates

THE DAPHNE-NORMA LEADERSHIP AWARD

Your assistance is needed in selecting a person or cou-
ple for the Daphne-Norma Leadership Award, which is pre-
sented at Dance-O-Rama. The Rochester Area Federation of
Round and Square Dance Clubs, Inc., although it sponsors
Dance-O-Rama, does not govern, sponsor or present the
Daphne-Norma Award. It is governed by and pre-
sented by the award’s Selection Committee. The
committee needs you to nominate people you
feel meet the criteria for The Award.

Award Guidelines

The leadership award was established in
1977 by John Fink and Frank Salvagio in honor
of their wives, Daphne and Norma. The purpose
of the award is to show appreciation for EXTEN-
SIVE AND SUSTAINED LEADERSHIP OVER AN EX-
TENDED PERIOD OF YEARS in square, round or contra
dancing. Leadership, service and motivation are consid-
ered when evaluating candidates for this award. A candi-
date need not demonstrate leadership in all areas, nor is
each area given equal consideration. Areas of leadership
may include (but are not limited to) years of dancing, cue-
ing or calling; membership; committee service or officer
role in any of the following: Square, Round or Contra club;
Rochester Area Federation; Promenader; Dance-O-Rama;
NYS Association or National Associations; promoting the
activity through calling, cueing or teaching, and other lead-
ership roles which benefit the community through the
dance activity; and finally, the candidate’s attitude and
continuing willingness to take on responsibilities in the
dancing community. An individual or couple may win the
award only once. The award may not be given if the Se-
lection Committee unanimously agrees no one met the cri-
teria. Anyone in the dancing community is welcome to
nominate people for the Leadership Award.

Questions You Might Have

Q: Who is the Selection Committee? The award origi-
nators are permanent Selection committee members. But
because the Salvagios are not active in the dance com-
munity anymore, Frank asked Walt and Sally Baechle to be
permanent members on the committee. (Walt passed away
on Oct. 3, 2000.)

The most recent three recipients form the remainder of
the committee. So currently, the members are John &
Daphne Fink, Sally Baechle, Ken & Kay Georger, Bill and

Joan Newman, and Ed and Sybil Briggs.

Q: How do people get nominated? Anyone in the dance
community can nominate a candidate. This is done by
sending information about the candidate’s qualifications

to the Selection Committee, in care of Ed and Sybil Brig-
gs, 8237 Rt. 5 & 20, Bloomfield, NY 14469-9567, by
the end of February.

Q: What is the status of people previously
nominated, but not selected? Candidates pre-
viously nominated generally stay in consider-
ation for all future years. However, new or up-
dated information should be sent. There is

nothing wrong with sending in another nomina-
tion with current info.
