At our October meeting, we talked about
“Calling to Seniors” (Seniors meaning folks who
know the calls but just can’t move as fast as they
used to.) We talked about how callers must com-
pensate for timing, especially on singing calls,
for slower moving dancers. One thing that can
help is for dancers to keep their squares not so
spread out and for them to keep their shoulders
close when they Promenade. Our aging pool of
dancers continues to grow and we need to adapt.
In November, we will have a session concerning
teaching difficult calls. This will be a “round-
table” discussion where we can all learn teaching
techniques from each other.

THE DAPHNE-NORMA LEADERSHIP AWARD

Your assistance is needed in selecting a person or cou-
ple for the Daphne-Norma Leadership Award, which is pre-
sented at Dance-O-Rama. The Rochester Area Federation of
Round and Square Dance Clubs, Inc., although it sponsors
Dance-O-Rama, does not govern, sponsor or present
the Daphne-Norma Award. It is governed by and pre-
sented by the award’s Selection Committee. The
committee needs you to nominate people you
feel meet the criteria for the Award.

Award Guidelines

The leadership award was established in
1977 by John Fink and Frank Salvagio in honor
of their wives, Daphne and Norma. The purpose -
of the award is to show appreciation for EXTENSIVE
AND SUSTAINED LEADERSHIP OVER AN EXTENDED
PERIOD OF YEARS in square, round or contra dancing.
Leadership, service and motivation are considered when
evaluating candidates for this award. A candidate need not
demonstrate leadership in all areas, nor is each area given
equal consideration. Areas of leadership may include (but
are not limited to) years of dancing, cueing or calling; mem-
bership; committee service or officer role in any of the fol-
lowing: Square, Round or Contra club; Rochester Area Fed-
eration; Promenader; Dance-O-Rama; NYS Association or
National Associations; promoting the activity through call-
ing, cueing or teaching, and other leadership roles which
benefit the community through the dance activity; and fi-
nally, the candidate’s attitude and continuing willingness to
take on responsibilities in the dancing community. An in-
dividual or couple may win the award only once. The
award may not be given if the Selection Committee unani-
mously agrees no one met the criteria. Anyone in the danc-
ing community is welcome to nominate people for the
Leadership Award.

Questions You Might Have

Q: Who is the Selection Committee? The award origi-
nators are permanent Selection committee members. But
because the Salvagios are not active in the dance com-

Q: How do people get nominated? Anyone in the dance
community can nominate a candidate. This is done by
sending information about the candidate’s qualifications
to the Selection Committee, in care of Andy and Betty
Ludwick, 15 Mertensia Lane, Henrietta, NY, by the
end of February.

Q: What is the status of people previously
nominated, but not selected? Candidates pre-
viously nominated generally stay in consider-
ation for all future years. However, new or up-
dated information should be sent. There

is nothing wrong with sending in another nom-
ination with current info, and encouraging others
to add their nomination.

What do they do to make their dances fun and inter-
esting? Other topics? I propose to organize a forum through
the Federation to identify the differences between the suc-
cessful versus declining clubs for each of these areas. This
forum will consist of periods of lively interactive brainstorming
sessions for each topic. I believe all our clubs’ survival de-
pends on change. If we continue to do what we did in the past,
we will get the same outcome.

Do you want your club to survive?

Do you want to see change relative to the way your club

recruits new dancers, conducts its classes and dances?

Talk to your officers. Tell them that you want your club to
participate in this forum. We need to know there is interest
before we actually ask the Federation to schedule this forum,
your officers will need to show interest. More details will be
discussed at the next Federation meetings: ask your repre-
sentative for an update.

MJ and Ben Ebenhack (charter members) have resigned
from the Promotion Team. MJ was a leader on the team while
we defined the image and path we wanted to follow. Both MJ
and Ben made major contributions during the three years of
team activities. We will miss them and wish them well in the fu-
ture.

The current Promotion Team consists of Copy Cats and
Belles ‘N’ Beaus members with Domenica Gustke helping with
special projects. We would welcome a member from another
club which would give us a broader representation of the fed-
eration. No experience necessary. Desired attributes: energy,
enthusiasm and a willingness to change. We meet monthly,
except July and December.
