Stealing must register with the
Rochester Area Federation and have
at least one “Traveling Banner” to be
stolen.

2) To steal a banner, the Stealing
Club must have at least four couples
who pay the visitors’ fee. A repre-
sentative must advise the Host Club's president at least 48
hours in advance. (If more than one club is going to steal a
banner the first club to notify the Host Club has prefer-
ence.) It is the responsibility of the Stealing Club to safe-
guard the stolen banner and return it only to the owner's
club.

3) To retrieve your stolen banner, you must have at least
four paying couples. To steal the Host's banner on the same
