They married and started
dancing with the Belles "N’ Beaus, where they
were vice presidents in 1998-2000, and presidents
in 2001 and 2002. They were Federation vice
presidents in 2000 & 2001, and then presidents in
2002 & 2003, and served on the DOR committee
for seven years. Bob and Lou were behind the
effort of getting the month of September de-
clared Square Dance Month in Monroe County.

In recent years, the Stevens divided their
time between New York and Florida. They usually
left for Clearwater, Fla., after they celebrated
Christmas with their children who lived in the

Rochester area, and then stayed in Clearwater through
April. The Stevens maintained a lovely two bedroom con-
dominium which was situated on a golf course right in
Clearwater, and they spent many hours on that course.
This year they belonged to a golf league and were taking
golf lessons. They often frequented the local YMCA, and
Lou was taking line dance classes as well. For the first five
or six years that they spent time in Clearwater, they also
square danced.

Lou would have been 75 in June, and that was their
anniversary month as well. The accident happened on
April 14, and despite the fact that they had a substantial car
(Lincoln Town Car), Lou was killed instantly when the
speeding car (police estimated 90-100 mph) hit her side

of the car. That car then flipped
over the top of the Steven’s car and
rolled several times after that. We
know from driving with him many
times that Bob is an excellent, care-
ful driver. Their condominium gate
keeper who saw the entire accident
said they never had a chance to get
out of the way. They were turning
left into their home driveway, and
the speeding car came from behind
a slow moving car. The possibility
exists that neither of them ever saw
it. Lou’s passing was instantaneous.
Bob was on a respirator and heav-
; ily sedated after the accident, hav-
ing suffered broken ribs, punctured lung, broken verte-
brae, and a crushed pelvis. It will be some time before any
decision will be made on how to honor Lou's passing.
Lou had been Bob’s right-hand-woman, in that she was
his secretary in his law office, and did specialized work in
that area for him. They loved square dancing, and put their
whole hearts into the Belles ‘N’ Beaus and the Federation
work. Lou was truly close to her daughters and their fam-
ilies, and often would come home from Florida for a week
or so if one of the grandchildren was doing something spe-
cial in school, etc. They were family people.
Lou was invariably kind and generous, and friendly to
anyone who approached her. We will surely miss her.

“On the Road” with Mike Callahan

Although I don’t travel quite as much as some callers,
[ have done my share. Once in awhile, a caller has a great
experience that he/she just has to share with other callers
and dancers.

On April 25, 2009, I called for the Gateway
Gliders Spring Festival. The Gateway Gliders
dance in North Bay, Ontario, Canada about 250
miles due north of Toronto. The unique thing
about the Gateway Gliders is that they don’t
have a caller, in fact, there are no callers that
live in that area at all! The club is run by Ken
& Joyce Brenner, who use every square dance
tape, CD, and record that they can get their
hands on for their club. They have over 20 peo-
ple in a new class. They also have a Plus night and even
a group that is working on some A-1. [ have sent them some
teaching and workshop tapes in the past.

The dance was an afternoon workshop/evening dance.
[ even called an hour early for their beginners group. A
group of dancers from Sudbury, Ontario (an hour and a
half northwest of North Bay) also came to the dance. Their
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club is called the Northern Lights and, you know what?
They don’t have a caller either! They do have three squares
of new dancers taking lessons in someone’s garage. So
here I was calling for 12 squares of people who have no
caller but you would never know it the way they could
dance. I even had people come to meet me be-
cause [ taught them to dance through tapes and
they had never met me! It was an awesome ex-
perience. When a real live caller comes to their
area, it is a huge event. Square dancing in that
area is kept alive by dedicated dancers and folks
who love our activity. They drive hundreds of
miles for a dance or to take a lesson.

How many times have we heard people say
that it is just too long a drive from Chili to Vic-
tor or from Greece to Penfield or from Webster
to Auburn to go dancing? Dancers in this area are very for-
tunate to have the dedicated callers, cuers and dance lead-
ers that we do have. So next time you dance to your caller
or cuer, tell them how much you appreciate the enjoyment
that they give you. Above all, encourage the new callers.
They are the future of square dancing.

Stealing
Rules

T

1) Clubs taking part in Banner Stealing must register with
the Rochester Area Federation and have at least one “Trav-
eling Banner” to be stolen.

2) To steal a banner, the Stealing Club must have at least
four couples who pay the visitors’ fee. A representative
must advise the Host Club's president at least 48 hours in
advance. (If more than one club is going to steal a banner

the first club to notify the Host Club has preference.) It is the
responsibility of the Stealing Club to safeguard the stolen
banner and return it only to the owner's club.

3) To retrieve your stolen banner, you must have at least
four paying couples. To steal the Host's banner on the same
dance night, you must have an additional four paying cou-
ples and notify the Host Club 48 hours in advance..

4) If a banner has not been retrieved within a reason-
able time (three months of the dancing season), the stealing
club is allowed to send no more than four couples, as (non-
paying) guests, to return the banner. The owning club shall
be notified a week in advance of the plans.

5) Banner stealing and retrieving shall be restricted to
regular scheduled dances only. Special dances with a guest
caller are subject to approval, in advance, by Host Club’s
president.
