In Memoriam

They square
danced at such a high level, it was sometimes
necessary to gather three other couples from
Buffalo, Syracuse, and Canada to assemble
eight people capable of dancing at that “chal-
lenge” level.

“Square dancers are friendly.” Have you ever heard this phrase?
Of course, you have. It is one of the basic slogans we use to sell
square dancing to the public. For the most part, we all believe
and ascribe to it, but | wonder how much we PRACTICE it. If we
are truly friendly, we are courteous, and it is this that enables all
who participate to have a good time regardless of their profi-
ciency in executing calls. Just as being technically perfect in de-
veloping and delivering choreography is not all there is to being
a caller, so executing this choreography is not all there is to being
a square dancer. If we become too concerned with the technical
aspect of square dancing, we are liable to be concerned with only
our own pleasure and hurt the feelings of others who do not have
the same proficiency or dedication.

Here is a “Snooty Dancer” test.

Do you get annoyed at those who consistently make mis-
takes?

Have you ever walked by a square that wasn’t full?

Have you danced in set-up squares more than twice in an
evening?

Have you ever walked out of a square?

Do you stay home or go to another dance when your club
has an open house?

Do you feel because you paid you can dance with anyone
you want to?

Have you ever been so upset you walked away at the end
of the tip without saying thank you?

Do you dance only in the plus or higher level halls at a fes-
tival?

Have you ever danced a whole evening without any guests
(if there were any present)?

Do you leave early if the level is too low?

Have you ever told someone if they can’t dance the level
they shouldn’t be there?
