Daphne M. Fink

If you ever met Daphne, the first things
you noticed were her bright blue eyes, twink-
ling with a bit of mischief and fun, and her
saucy Aussie accent. Sadly, Daphne passed
away on December 18, 2012 at the age of 91.
She was the inspiration for the Daphne-
Norma Leadership Award, for her dedication
to the square dance community.

Daphne and John Fink discovered square
dancing in 1980, and fell in love with it. They
started out as members of Boots & Slippers,
under the guidance of Jerry Carmen, even-
tually serving twice as club presidents. They
also danced Rounds with Howie DeGrave. Over the years
they danced two or three times each week, and were
proud to have danced with every club in the area at least
once. In addition, they danced to many of the national
callers that came to Rochester, and danced in Daphne’s
native Australia with a club in Buderim, Queensland.

John printed the Promenader for 30 years. Togeth-
er, they served as presidents of the Rochester Area Fed-
eration of Western Round and Square Dance Clubs, and
were chairmen of Dance-O-Rama twice. They worked on
the annual Muscular Dystrophy Association dance for
10 years and actively participated in Fling Weekend in
Niagara Falls. Daphne & John danced for 28 years, until

Boots & Slippers folded due to decreasing membership.
Daphne had many close friends in the square dance
community. She is survived by her loving husband,
John, five children, seven grandchildren and four great-
grandchildren; she was predeceased by 1 grandson.
