You may want to save this issue because it is the last one we
will be printing commercially, and distributing via second class
mail at the Post Office.
| The current general editors are unable to continue on, and
’ have not been able to find new recruits to take over.
g But this publication has been published for over 52 years,
and should not be discontinued just because no one is avail-
able to do it. We still want to provide you with access to
Rochester area dance news. We have expanded our editorial
staff over the past few years with the intention of easing the /
burden on new general editors. But, since no one has stepped
forward to edit the printed version, we need to try a different
solution.

This summer, a panel of interested dancers began exploring the possibility of “going online” with the
Promenader. A major advantage we have in our area is that there exists a Federation website already in place.
Much of the information contained in the Promenader is already on this website. We began to look at how an
online Promenader could be part of this website. The current editors, Betty and Andy Ludwick, are working with
Web Moderators Sid Marshall and Peter Emmel, and the Promenader Panel to design and implement making
this the home base for the Promenader publication.

One important aspect of this online publication with be its printability. We want to make it possible to
print pages, or whole sections of the publication, from the website. It will of course not look exactly like these
printed pages, which are all produced at once by a commercial printer. This is because each browser has its
own way of rendering pages for printing. So how it looks will depend on what software/hardware is used. But
we will try to make all necessary information printable in some form, whether via a dancing friend, a club re-
porter, or a Federation communications person. Although the online Promenader is free, please remem-
ber that printing pages involves some expense. So you will need to make arrangements and pay any print-
ing and first-class mailing costs involved. The Promenader Panel members and Federation board are still
working out the logistics of this change.

But we hope that for most readers, the format that will work best will be viewing it on the FREE website.
We are attempting to make it as “user-friendly” as we can, and viewable on as many different platforms/devices
as possible. Without the limitations of physical printed pages, we expect to be able to expand the amount of
information we can include. Free online access, as well as free ads for Federation clubs, should increase and
enhance the marketing efforts of both small and large clubs.

Then, starting in December 2014, those of our readers who have internet availability will be notified and
encouraged to view the Promenader on the Federation website. Our subscription process will consist of sign-
ing up to be notified. See the following page for specifics.

Presidents’ Couwner. ..

Hello Dancing Friends,

I hope everyone has had a chance to relax as

well as time to enjoy some of the wonderful summer dance

opportunities that were available. It is now time for our
new full dance season to begin! Please be sure to check out
all of the dance opportunities that are available, both at
your club, and other clubs. You can also find full dance
schedules on the Federation web site at squaredancin-
grochester.org, in at least three different formats.

If you have not checked out the Federation web site be-
fore, I encourage you to do so. You will be amazed at all of
the information posted there! You can locate dances any-
where within the Rochester area, you can get listings of
club locations, or if the club has their own web site, you
can link to it from the Federation site. You can see what is
scheduled for special dances (as far out as they go) and it
is the way clubs can schedule future dances without con-
flicts with other dances already scheduled. You can find in-
formation on your favorite callers/cuers, you can even see
some photo highlights from past dances. This web site has
been a work in progress, and is continuing to grow and ex-
pand. We are fortunate to have Sidney Marshall and Peter
Emmel as the co-moderators for our web site. It is becoming
an exceptional way to keep up to date on everything hap-
pening in the area regarding square dancing.

As many people have been aware, we have been actively
searching for someone to take over the general editor’s po-
sition for the Promenader for some time now. To date, we
have not found anyone that felt they could handle the task
once Betty and Andy step down after this issue. That being
said, there have been a number of people working behind
the scenes (including Betty and Andy) and we are almost
ready to present a new style of Promenader that may make
the task easier to handle, thereby helping to find someone
willing to assume the position of General Editor. This new
style will include a reduction of the most demanding parts
of the task. What is this new style, you ask? I will lead into
that by letting you know that this fall issue of the Prome-
nader will be the last commercially printed version of the
Promenader. (DON'T PANIC !!) The Promenader will contin-
ue, but in a printable, electronic version. | feel the tension
rising ...... don’t worry. Many people are working to make
this transition as easy as possible. I am now going to borrow
some of Betty’s words to help explain the basics, and re-
member, we are still working on many details, and will con-
tinue to make adjustments as we go. The following is a por-
tion of Betty’s explanation to the proof readers: “We will
try to make this transition as smooth as possible, but there

will inevitably be bumps along the way. We are hop-
ing for everyone’s cooperation in the process and
will try to keep you as informed as possible. Please
know that you are very much included in our vision
of what it will look like, We will try to make the on-
line Promenader as much like the printed one as possible.
This means we will still need reporting from club reporters,
and the work of our editorial staff and proofreaders. One
of the main aims of this change is to lighten the load for
the next editors. And thus to accomplish getting the next
editors.”

As I mentioned, there are still many details being
worked on, but some things we see as benefits will include;
access to the Promenader content from multiple devices.
You should even be able to check information from your
tablet or phone (you should be able to already do this for
the web site). The Promenader will now be available to
everyone, not only those who subscribe to a printed ver-
sion. You can print out the whole magazine, or only the
pages you want, from your home computer, or even at a li-
brary. We do understand that this will be a BIG change for
everyone, but our choices were to move to this updated
electronic version (as so many other publications have
done) or we would have no Promenader at all. | know we
can make it through these transitions together! We will work
to make information available as details progress. Please
check into the RAF web site (squaredancingrochester.org)
for information postings as available.

In closing, I have the huge responsibility of trying to
find the right words the thank Betty and Andy Ludwick for
their 16 years of dedication to the Promenader. Words alone
could never express the gratitude for the hours, weeks and
months, they have poured into each edition of the magazine.

In Memoriam - John Statts, 2 Oct, 1919 -13 July, 2014

Another of Americas, “Greatest Generation”
passes...and if you knew John as I did, you
would hardly expect this diminutive man to
have been the war hero that he was...but when
he told me that he had been assigned to the
47th Bomb Group flying A-20s, then classified
as a Medium Bomber, you would have immedi-
ately known that you were talking to a very
lucky man, and your respect for him would take
a Quantum Leap! To be here, alive, and talking
to me in the mid 1990s, at Mike Callahan’s Sham-
rock Squares, was certainly defying the odds.

Until [ talked to his wife of 31 years, Chris-
tine, to get material for this article, I had not

known that both of their previous spouses had
died, and they had met dancing with Bob Ellis’
Diamond Squares, and were married in a
“Square Dance Wedding” a few years later, in
1983. Curiously, they and the Diamond Squares
then danced at the same church on Culver Road
where we danced for years with Mike Callahan’s
Shamrock Squares...and also, earlier, with the
Circulators.

When WW?2 started in Europe in 1939, John
was twenty years old and positioned to experi-
ence the whole thing: Through the African Cam-
paign, Italy, and Germany. In those days there
were no defined deployments — your orders read: for
the duration and six months!

Do not misunderstand: I do not downplay the he-
roes of all of our wars, and that includes everyone,
whether draftee or volunteer; whether male or female.
When you have answered your nation’s call, you know
what I mean...and you also know what [ mean when |

One of the most impressive things we learned, of which Springfield is very proud is
that it is a city of many FIRSTS. The newest first will be hosting the National Square Dance Convention in 2015.
The first time it has been held in New England. One of the firsts seems to be the Invention of Basketball in
1891. Springfield is home to the Basketball Hall of Fame, not far from the MassMutual Center. Springfield
was the first Springfield in the US and the home of the first Sheraton Hotel in the US in 1937.

Springfield has published a list of over fifty firsts, but I also have a list that contains a lot more FIRSTS.
Who knew that Dr. Seuss’ “Cat in the Hat” was written in Springfield? That Dr. Seuss (Theodore Geisel) lived
in Springfield and many things in his books relate to Springfield. Springfield has a sculpture garden with some
of his characters, well worth visiting not far from the MassMutual Center.

The first American made automobile: a Steam Carriage by Thomas Blanchard in 1825, a gas powered mo-
torcycle: the Indian, the largest gun maker: Smith and Wesson, the rubber stamp, and even the dreaded
windowed envelope.

The first US Armory was founded in Springfield in 1777, the first Revolver Club in 1886, the Springfield rifle
in 1903, and metallic cartridges by Smith & Wesson in 1854.

On the lighter side Springfield is home to the board game, the Publication of Emily Dickinson’s Poems, Fas-
tened Ice Skates and famed storyteller of Peter Cottontail, Thornton W. Burgess’.

There are many more, but this short list is to whet your appetite as to what Springfield is all about. You
can visit a number of attractions and tourist hot spots while exploring.

Springfield is also home to MassMutual Insurance, one of the top ten insurance agencies in the US, pro-
viding the namesake of the MassMutual Center, home of the 64th National Square Dance Convention® on
June 24th-27th, 2015.
