Welcome to the 48th National Singles Dance-a-Rama, to be held at the beautiful Westin Hotel in downtown Indianapolis, IN.   As usual, it will be over the Labor Day Weekend, August 30th through September 2, 2018.

The Westin Hotel has 667 rooms, so we will try to fill them all with our great staff of callers, cuers, and line dance leaders.  We have some of the old favorites and some are new “rookies.”  


Tom Miller, Mike Hogen, Tim Tyl, and Tom Davis are the favorites.  Travis Cook is the “rookie” as this will be his first national event; although, he has been calling for 12 years.  Cathy & Fred Fisher and Phyllis & Doug Burdette both have been to a couple of Dance-A-Ramas.  They too will have a “rookie” cuer by the name of Pauline Angress.  Tom Miller is from PA, Mike Hogan is from NE, Tim Tyl is from TX, Tom Davis is from OH, and Travis Cook is from KY.  The cuers come from AR, OH and AL.  To handle the line/country western dancing, we have Doug & Donna Riley from VA.


The hotel is now accepting reservations at the price of $109.00 per night, one to four people per room.    They are also providing the wooden dance floors for our dancing pleasure.  We will have up to 25,000 square foot of floor, which will be divided into five halls.  We will also have a badge vendor and a square dance shop, so you can buy that new good looking outfit, or you can get your personal nametag from Suzie-Q.


This dance is a cooperative between the SSDUSA Board and some dancers from the IN area.  This was agreed upon at the WASCA festival in March of 2016.  John Cook is the co-chairman from IN, and they will handle the ground work in that area.  They will also assist with hospitality and registration.  The SSDUSA Board will be represented by Ron Holland as the co-chairman.  We have been working together for some time, and things are working out very well. We also have five different tours planned this year, the highlight of two of them are the wine tasting tour and a trip to the Indianapolis 500 Racetrack and Museum.  The museum has several race cars of different racing venues, you might even get to go to the starting line and “kiss the bricks.”  The Mystery Tour on Sunday morning is still a mystery, but we guarantee that it will be FUN.


As our numbers at Little Rock were low, we are asking for your help to not only attend, but bring someone with you.  If we can double that number, think of the fun we could have.  Five hundred is a number that we have not seen in several years.  Our T-shirts and Polo shirts are green this year. Single Square Dancers U.S.A. is pleased to announce that four new callers – Katherine Lawson of Roanoke, VA; Beth & Stan Neidecker of Spring Hill, KS; and Jennifer Troy of Taylor, MI have been selected as the 2017 winners of the Frank Norris Yellowrock Scholarship.  Katherine Lawson is a young caller who is starting college at Liberty University in Lynchburg, VA this fall. She started to develop her caller skills under the tutelage of her local club, the Star City Promenaders, and caller, Paul Booze. She has attended the Appalachian Caller’s School in Berkeley Springs, WV and the Grand Square, Inc. (GSI) school which was held prior to the 66th National Square Dance Convention in Cincinnati, OH. She hopes to help grow the popularity of square dance by offering square dance lessons for college students, and says she is excited to do all she can to make sure that square dance continues and keeps impacting lives, like it has hers. Beth and Stan Neidecker are affiliated with the Docey Dandies club. They have just begun calling, doing a few tips at a couple of local dances. This past spring they taught a mainstream class of seven students. They both attended the Heart of America Caller School, and are now looking for opportunities to call wherever they can. Jennifer Troy is a third generation square dancer who loves both dancing and calling. She has attended two GSI caller schools and has called at National and State Conventions, party night dances, full dances and over 40 lessons. She plans to start lessons designed for families, in hopes that this will help square dancing survive for many years to come.

The money in this scholarship fund was generated over the years by the sales of Yellowrock Directories.  Since SSDUSA no longer publishes the Yellowrock, this source of funding the scholarships has been eliminated, but we are able to continue to award scholarships due to the generous insurance policy left to SSDUSA by Frank Norris who was our Yellowrock Scholarship Chairperson for many years until his death in the spring of 2007. The purpose of the fund is to help new callers and cuers with the expenses associated with getting started in the profession. Help Wanted – Webmaster
After many years as the SSDUSA webmaster, it’s time for me to step down. I no longer have the time and my web software is outdated. SSDUSA needs someone familiar with the latest website technology, or someone who can use the ready-made sites found on WIX, GoDaddy, or many other sites. I’ll try to give you the technical details of how the current site is constructed. 
Currently SSDUSA.Org is hosted by 1and1.com. Basically we are renting a webserver from them and paying approx. $215 a year (about $52 a quarter). For that price we actually get 2 or 3 websites, although we are only using one. I had set up SSDUSA.net as a backup at one time.  
With our 1and1.com package we also get numerous subdomains, which is what we’ve been using for Dance-A-Rama sites – like dar2017.ssdusa.org. We can also create over 500 email addresses, and have a lot of disk storage space. There is also an email package that we can use for emailing out newsletters or other information.
Our current webpage was created using Dreamweaver CS4. It is written in a mix of HTML and CSS code. 1and1.com has the capability of creating our webpages with their site creator tools.  This is basically a plug and play site and anyone with a little graphic experience could create a site. I have not played with Site Creator, so I don’t know how easy it is, but it should be similar to WIX, GoDaddy, and other site creator tools. 

The advantage of writing a website in HTML and/or CSS is that they perform better in search engines, like Google and Yahoo. The advantage of keeping our current 1and1.com account is the large number of subdomains and email addresses we have. It is also a very secure site with a lot of great features.  
If we cannot find someone familiar with HTML/CSS coding, then I suggest finding someone with experience creating sites on other platforms using their site creator tools. Then they can create a new SSDUSA.Org on our 1and1 platform using that site creator tool.
